DISCUSS, CONSIDER, AND ACT ON SELECT COMMISSIONS, COMMITTEES, BOARDS, 
AND TASKFORCES REPORTS.
A. ROAD REPAIR COMMITTEE REPORT – Committee Chairman David Meek reported that the committee recommended at the January 8, 2009, meeting to make the resurfacing of the 11 cul-de-sacs in Cross Roads the first priority of 2009.  The committee recommends using asphalt instead of concrete – this will cost 1/3 what concrete would cost.  The estimate is $200,000 for the project, leaving enough money for pot hole repair later in the year.
B. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Town Secretary Katherine M. Ritchie reported on the Administrative Staff recommendation to hire Officer Mike Carroll by The Town of Cross Roads for the position of Code Enforcement Officer.  She also reported on the development of the proposed Ordinance Development Protocol.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF CROSS ROADS, TEXAS, AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE AND MAP OF THE TOWN OF CROSS ROADS, TEXAS, AS HERETOFORE AMENDED, BY GRANTING A CHANGE IN ZONING FROM AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT TO AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT WITH A SPECIAL USE OF A BROADBAND COMMUNICATION TOWER FOR APPROXIMATELY 9.979 ACRES OF LAND DESCRIBED AS; ALL THAT CERTAIN TRACT OR PARCEL OF LAND SITUATED IN THE R.J. MOSELEY SURVEY, ABSTR4ACT NUMBER 803, DENTON COUNTY, TEXAS AND BEING ALL OF A CALLED 9.979 ACRE TRACT OF LAND DESCRIBED IN A DEED FROM MARK S. BRYANT AND KRISTINA M. BRYANT TO JOE R.
